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Singapore  Difficulty ★★☆☆ 
 
At the casino in Singapore, you need to figure out a variant game of Big-Small that 5 players 
are betting against the house. 
 
What legendary objects did you receive from the casino management? 

 
Rules of variant Big-Small 
The rules are similar to the game of Big-Small, with the following differences: 

- The game is played with 5 different colored dice (Red, Orange, Yellow, Green, Blue), 
instead of 3 identical dice.  

- The available bets and payouts are shown on the variant betting boards below. 
- In each round of the game, all players must place a bet with exactly 1 chip (with a 

common $1 value).  
 

In this puzzle, a game of 8 rounds was played by the following 5 players, with the respective 
chip colors – Alice (Black), Bertha (Grey), Charles (Pink), David (Purple) and Edward (White). 

- The Blue die only rolled 2 (once), 5 and 6. 
- The Green die was the only die that rolled a 3. It also rolled a 4 exactly once. 

 

The bets placed by each player are shown on the following 8 betting boards, which are not in 
round order. [You can refer to these descriptions if you require accessibility clarifications]
